About Sexual Violence

Sexual violence is any type of unwanted sexual contact. It is a broad term that includes rape, incest, child 
sexual abuse, intimate partner violence (IPV), sexual exploitation, human trafficking, unwanted sexual contact, 
sexual harassment, exposure and voyeurism.

Stats at a Glance

•	 One in five women will be raped in their lifetime1, and one out of every ten rape victims are male.2
•	 Nearly 1 in 2 women (44.6) and 1 in 5 men (22.2) experience sexual violence other than rape throughout 

their lifetime.3
•	 Rape is the most under-reported crime; 63 percent of sexual assaults are not reported to police.4 Only 12 

percent of child sexual abuse is reported.5 
•	 One in five women and one in 16 men are sexually assaulted while in college.6 The vast majority of sexual 

assault crimes on college campuses (90 percent) are never reported.7 
•	 Despite misconceptions, the prevalence of false reporting for sexual assault crimes is low - between two 

percent and 10 percent.8 
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
